Financial Aid Options
Students who register for at least 6 credits in the summer will qualify for Pell grants, Perkins $, Stafford Loans, work study, etc. --  Keep in mind that students can receive 2 credits of Service Learning and 2 credits of Spanish just by participating in the service learning trip.  Financial aid will cover tuition, fees, books, supplies, and travel expenses. 
Students who intend to register for less than six credits will still be able to apply for an alternative loan to help offset the costs of the trip.

Given the complexity of the financial aid process, and the possibility of awarding excess Perkins dollars to students who will be taking summer classes, Ms. Sandy Klein, Director of Financial Aid, has asked all students registering for summer classes to visit with her once the summer session classes are listed (normally they come out in March).
